TARP Installation Notes v3.1, March 2009:

TARP creates numerous intermediate files for accelerating the import of data into Excel as well as storing user preferences.  A user must have write privileges to certain directories for TARP to fully function.  By default, this includes C:\Temp (Where the NodeInfo.csv temporary file is written), C:\WINDOWS (where the TARP.ini preferences file is stored), and any directory containing a user file processed by TARP.  This may include the Samples directory under the default installation path (C:\Program Files\TARP).  If write access is not allowed to these locations, then the entire TARP installation directory (including subdirectories) should be moved to another location where the user does have write privileges.  Furthermore, a TARP_HOME variable should be defined and its value set to this location.  If a TARP_HOME variable is defined, then TARP will look for the TARP.ini and TARP.lic files there as well as using this for the location of the NodeInfo.csv temporary file.  It is assumed that a user will have full write privileges to any locations containing their own thermal model output files.

Installation Instructions for local machine installation:

1. Download Installation package from website (http://www.tarpthermal.com/downloads)

2. Unzip to temporary directory

3. Run setup.exe and follow instructions

4. If the user does not have write privileges to the WINDOWS directory, then move the TARP.ini file into a directory where write privileges are granted and create an environment variable named TARP_HOME specifying this directory.  It is suggested to use the installation directory for this.

5. TARP writes numerous temporary files to the same directory as the output files specified by the user.  If the end user wishes to run the files contained in the Samples directory, they will need write privileges to this directory for the log and intermediate files.  If the user does not have write privileges to the installation directory, place all TARP files (and directory structure) into a directory where the user has write privileges and specify this directory using the TARP_HOME environment variable.  

Installation Instructions for server installation:

1. Download Installation package from website (http://www.tarpthermal.com/downloads)

2. Unzip to temporary directory

3. Run setup.exe and follow instructions

4. On the server, make sure that all desired users have read and execute privileges to the installation directory

5. On each client machine, create a local directory for TARP

6. Create an environment variable named TARP_HOME and set its value to the local directory

7. Run the Settings-Control Panel-Administrative Tools-Microsoft .NET Framework 1.1 Wizards

a. Select Trust an Assembly

b. Select Make Changes to this computer

c. Browse and select TARP.exe on the server machine

d. Grant Full Trust (lower values may be acceptable, but have not been tested)

e. Finish

f. Repeat this for Interop.Excel.dll

8. Copy the TARP.lic, default.ses, UnitConversion.csv, and TARP.ini into this directory

Installing .NET framework

TARP was developed using the .NET framework version 1.1.4322.  This may be downloaded by performing a Google search on “.NET framework 1.1.4322”.  The Microsoft site may change for this, but as of this writing, it could be downloaded from http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/details.aspx?FamilyId=262D25E3-F589-4842-8157-034D1E7CF3A3&displaylang=en
Installing License Files:

1. If a license file has already been provided, then rename it to TARP.lic and copy it into the installation directory

2. If a license file is not yet available, and the installation is for a stand-alone copy, then send the TARP.cfg file to tarpthermal@comcast.net.  A TARP.lic file will be generated from this.  Alternatively, the Computer Name can be provided and the license file generated from this.
3. If a license file is not yet available, and the installation is for a site license/network version, then contact tarpthermal@comcast.net for a license file.  A site license may be installed for any employee of the purchasing organization.
